In addition, the company joined the Initiative for 

Climate Protection in the Wood Industry and mapped the carbon 

footprint of the company and its products. In 2021, the company also 

launched its new sustainability strategy, "Naturally Sustainable". In 

recognition of this and its ongoing commitments, the company received 

a Gold Medal award from EcoVadis.

"Much more important to us, however, 

are the insights we gain regarding possible improvements and 

measures that still need to be taken."

Framework, as well as further clear goals regarding raw materials, 

climate, and people.
